(a) Yes Sir, Jeevan Pramaan Patra is being offered by India Post Payments Bank (IPPB) at the
doorstep, through the network of Postmen and Gramin Dak Sevaks (GDS). More than 7 lakh
pensioners have availed this service. State-wise quantum thereof is placed at Annexure.

(b) Yes Sir, several doorstep facilities through the network of Postmen and Gramin Dak Sevaks
are already being provided. Some of the facilities include Paperless Account Opening, Cash
Deposit/Withdrawal, Aadhaar Enabled Payment System (AePS), Domestic Money Transfer
(DMT), Government to Citizen (G2C) Payments, Bill Payments Services, Digital Life Certificate
(DLC), Doorstep services for Mobile Number update for Aadhaar in association with Unique
Identification Authority of India (UIDAI), Life Insurance & General Insurance services.
